Dear Parish Family and Friends: 
 

―Gwnewch y pethau bychain‖ ….from a sermon of Saint David of Wales 
 

―Do the little things.‖ These are words from the last sermon of our patron, Saint David of Wales or in the Welsh, 

Dewi Sant. I decided to Google ―the little things in life‖ and it came back with 47,500,000 results. Dewi may 

have been on to something! Truly, have we stopped to appreciate those little things in life that bring us happiness 

and joy? Every Sunday, I have the pleasure of driving my mother home from church and one of the things she 

says over and over again is the beauty of God’s creation; the sky, the birds, the green grass, the wind blowing in 

the trees, the squirrels playing and looking for food and on and on. How often in life do we allow these simple 

things to pass us by? 
 

We live in a world that constantly bombards us with news of our common life and peace; the price of gas, 

unemployment, unrest in the Middle East, natural disasters like earthquakes and flooding or fire, crime against 

people, crime against property and the list goes on and on and on. All of these things seem to be far out of our 

control and that elusive peace that passes all understanding is out of our reach, or is it? We live in a world and 

especially in a country that places a high priority on ―things‖. We collect ―things‖ all our life and I don’t mean 

stamps and coins but the ―things‖ we clear out of our homes and put in a garage sale or donate to anyone who 

will take it away. All of those ―things‖ have a tendency to clutter up our lives and take up space. Wouldn’t it be 

great if the Church came up with an effective way to ―spiritually de-clutter‖ our lives? It has and it is called Lent. 

It begins on Ash Wednesday, March 9 and lasts 40 days through the end of Good Friday. This is a season to de-

clutter our physical lives and our spiritual lives by slowing down and taking a good hard look in the mirror and 

seeing the person that seems to get in our way most often – our self! The world says to grab for all the gusto as 

fast as you can and it will make you happy; a new home, a new car, a new wardrobe, a new waistline (courtesy 

of some surgical procedure), etc., etc. Happiness is a temporary emotion; joy is a gift from God. 
 

Do the little things. I know after 60 years of life that there is little chance of me changing the world; however, I 

can change myself by doing the little things in life that will pay a huge benefit. Lent is not only a time for giving 

things up but also to take things on. Giving up things that distract us from the things that count more in life like 

working on our relationships with our God and the people He has placed around us in this life. Lent is a time 

when I stop pointing my finger at someone else in the world, blaming them for all my troubles and start being 

accountable for me to God. It is through the penitential nature of this season of Lent that we become unburdened 

and spiritually de-cluttered from things that don’t matter as much as God and neighbor and how to love them 

more. Are you ready to enter this season? Ready or not, here it comes and may we become the people God has 

called us to be when we come to its end. God is looking for a few good folks on which He can do a ―spiritual 

make-over‖ this Lent. Could you be one of those people? This ―little thing‖ could produce big results in your life 

and it begins at the altar of God.

No Small Ministries 
 

I was recently with a group of women discussing their ministry. One of the group told how much she admired 

her sister because, though she didn’t have much time, she managed to have a meaningful ministry just blessing 

those with whom she had contact. She would simply smile, say a pleasant word, or go the extra mile to do an act 

of kindness. Our society has made somewhat of an art form out of being rude and unpleasant… so much so that 

we really notice when someone is cheerful and friendly. St. Paul said to the Church at Ephesus, ―Let all 

bitterness and wrath and anger and clamor and slander be put away from you, with all malice, and be kind to one 

another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as God in Christ forgave you (4:31-32).‖ It doesn’t take much to 

make someone’s day. When we remember that most people are juggling job, home, kids, a tight budget, and 

countless other things, a smile and a hand will probably lift their spirit. Jesus said (Matthew 25) that even a cup 

of water would suffice, because whatever we do for another person, we do to Him. When we remember that, it’s 

easy to do even when we are weary and out of sorts ourselves. It isn’t always the grandiose well funded ministry 

that spreads the Kingdom of God. It is our interest in and love for God’s people overflowing from our hearts that 

brings the Kingdom to bear in the world around us. There is no small ministry. An offer of prayer for someone is 

not always appropriate where we are, but after the person walks away, we can always pray for them, knowing 

that God will keep up with them.

Pancake Supper on Tuesday, March 8 beginning at 5:30 p.m. The cost will be $5.00 per person and $15.00 per 

family.  
 

Lenten Discipline—are you aware that your piety and spirituality change according to the season of the 

Church year? Indeed they do. If we practiced our faith without the seasons of the year then the festive seasons 

would be the same as the penitential seasons. So what is it that we are called to do during Lent that we do 

differently during other seasons? From the Book of Common Prayer, page 265: I invite you, therefore, in the 

name of the Church, to the observance of a holy Lent, by self examination and repentance; by prayer, fasting, 

and self denial; and by reading and meditating on God’s holy Word.  
 

Self examination, repentance, prayer, fasting, self-denial in particular are mentioned as a starting point to put 

together a Lenten rule of life. A rule of life is something like a spiritual map to guide us through the 40 days of 

Lent (spiritual cross-training, if you will). If we are asked to focus on the five areas that are recommended, then 

we will have a plan for the 40 days and an outline of what we hope to accomplish by His grace. Here are some 

suggested items to include in your Lenten rule: 
 

1. Prepare and make your sacramental confession. There are brochures in the tract rack in the narthex on 

how to make a confession. 

2. Be intentional in your prayer life and add some time to be with God each day. 

3. Choose a day to fast each week. I usually choose Friday’s because it is my day off and I can manage it 

better that way. 

4. Give up things you can live without; TV, Internet, car radio, snacks during the day, your favorite 

beverage or food, etc., etc. 

5. Take on spiritual reading from a good spiritual book or read a short passage of Holy Scripture each day. 

6. Get a copy of the daily devotions in the Saint James Devotional Book in the tract rack for $2.00 a copy. 

7. Add Morning or Evening Prayer to your day from the BCP. 



8. Choose a spiritual director and meet with them during Lent. Your clergy are available to consult with you 

about this. 

9. Attend every Sunday and the Holy Week liturgies throughout the season. 

10. Volunteer to help your parish or another helping organization with your time for something specific. 

 

Lent and Ash Wednesday—the most penitential seasons of the Church Year is the season of Lent. This 

season prepares all Christians for the highest feast day of the year; Easter. The first day of Lent is Ash 

Wednesday, March 9 when we receive the sign of the cross on our foreheads representing our mortality and our 

sinfulness. We will have three liturgies for you to choose from on that day, 6:30 a.m., 12:15 p.m., and 6:30 p.m. 

Join us on this, the first day of a forty day season that leads us to the cross of Christ and ultimately the empty 

tomb. Come and see. 

 

Tuesday Evening Lenten Program and Soup Suppers—during the five Tuesdays in Lent, minus the 

Tuesday in Holy Week, we will gather for our annual Lenten series of prayer, fellowship and teaching. Each 

week, a different clergy speaker will offer a meditation/talk on the topic of “The Cross of Christ: Cross of 

Death, Cross of Life”. March 15, 22, 29, April 5 and 12 are the Tuesday’s we gather at 6:00 p.m. with childcare 

and nursery available for families with young children.  Come and see. 

 

New Start-up Anglican Church in Denton—some of you have asked about the recent ads in the local 

newspaper about a new church that was organizing under the umbrella of the Anglican Church in North 

America. This church is being planted by the Reformed Episcopal Church and has no affiliation with the 

Episcopal Diocese of Dallas. The Reformed Episcopal Church (REC) was one of the earlier breakaways from the 

Episcopal Church due to a different theology of the sacrament of Baptism and regeneration and had its start in 

the 1870’s in the United States. The REC currently uses the 1928 BCP (mostly in King’s English) and not the 

1979 BCP. More information on the REC can be found on the Internet or by speaking to the Rector.

Christian Symbols for March 
 

March 6(the last Sunday in Epiphany): earth—earth, in the Bible, can refer to soil, to earth as a planet, to the 

universe, and to all of creation.  
 

March 13(the first Sunday in Lent): coins—coins suggest riches, abundance and wealth; in the Old Testament, 

Joseph was sold for 20 pieces of silver. During Lent coins are referred to when Judas sold Jesus for 30 pieces of 

silver. 
 

March 20(the second Sunday in Lent): passion cross—in the ancient world passion crosses represented a cruel, 

painful death, a crucifixion. This cross reminds us of Jesus and of our complete reconciliation through his death. 
 

March 27(the third Sunday in Lent): crown of thorns—a crown of thorns was accepted by Jesus when he 

accepted all of our sins and died for our atonement. A crown normally represents royal power.

Saint of the Month 
 

Our Patron Saint, Dewi Sant (Saint David of Wales) 
Saint David, or Dewi Sant, as he is known in the Welsh language, is the patron saint of Wales. He was a Celtic 

monk, abbot and bishop, who lived in the sixth century. During his life, he was the archbishop of Wales, and he 

was one of many early saints who helped to spread Christianity among the pagan Celtic tribes of western Britain.  
 

For details of the life of Dewi, we depend mainly on his biographer, Rhigyfarch. He wrote Buchedd Dewi (the 

life of David) in the 11th century. Gerallt Gymro (Giraldus Cambrensis), who wrote a book about his travels 

through Wales in the 12th century, also gives some information about Dewi's early life. Dewi died in the sixth 

century, so nearly five hundred years elapsed between his death and the first manuscripts recording his life. As a 

result, it isn't clear how much of the history of Dewi's life is legend rather than fact.  
 

However, both sources say, so we can be relatively certain, that Dewi was a very gentle person who lived a 

frugal life. It is claimed that he ate mostly bread and herbs - probably watercress, which was widely used at the 

time. Despite this supposedly meager diet, it is reported that he was tall and physically strong.  
 

Dewi is said to have been of royal lineage. His father, Sant, was the son of Ceredig, who was prince of 

Ceredigion, a region in South-West Wales. His mother, Non, was the daughter of a local chieftain. Legend has it 

that Non was also a niece of King Arthur.  
 

Dewi was born near Capel Non (Non's chapel) on the South-West Wales coast near the present city of Saint 

David. We know a little about his early life - he was educated in a monastery called Hen Fynyw, his teacher 

being Paulinus, a blind monk. Dewi stayed there for some years before going forth with a party of followers on 

his missionary travels. Dewi travelled far on his missionary journeys through Wales, where he established 

several churches. He also travelled to the south and west of England and Cornwall as well as Brittany. It is also 

possible that he visited Ireland. Two friends of his, Saints Padarn and Teilo, are said to have often accompanied 

him on his journeys, and they once went together on a pilgrimage to Jerusalem to meet the Patriarch.  
 

Dewi is sometimes known, in Welsh, as 'Dewi Ddyfrwr' (David the Water Drinker) and, indeed, water was an 

important part of his life - he is said to have drunk nothing else. Sometimes, as a self-imposed penance, he would 

stand up to his neck in a lake of cold water, reciting Scripture. Little wonder, then, that some authors have seen 

Dewi as an early Puritan!  
 

He founded a monastery at Glyn Rhosyn (Rose Vale) on the banks of the small river Alun where the cathedral 

city of St. David stands today. The monastic brotherhood that Dewi founded was very strict, the brothers having 

to work very hard besides praying and celebrating masses. They had to get up very early in the morning for 

prayers and afterwards work very hard to help maintain life at the monastery, cultivating the land and even 

pulling the plough. Many crafts were followed - beekeeping, in particular, was very important. The monks had to 

keep themselves fed as well as the many pilgrims and travellers who needed lodgings. They also had to feed and 

clothe the poor and needy in their neighborhood.  
 

There are many stories regarding Dewi's life. It is said that he once rose a youth from death, and milestones 

during his life were marked by the appearance of springs of water. These events are arguably more apocryphal 

than factual, but are so well known to Welsh-speaking schoolchildren that it is worth mentioning them here.  
 

Perhaps the most well-known story regarding Dewi's life is said to have taken place at the Synod of Llanddewi 

Brefi. They were to decide whether Dewi was to be Archbishop. A great crowd gathered at the synod, and when 



Dewi stood up to speak, one of the congregation shouted, 'We won't be able to see or hear him'. At that instant 

the ground rose till everyone could see and hear Dewi. Unsurprisingly, it was decided, very shortly afterwards, 

that Dewi would be the Archbishop...  
 

It is claimed that Dewi lived for over 100 years, and it is generally accepted that he died in 589. His last words to 

his followers were in a sermon on the previous Sunday. Rhigyfarch transcribes these as 'Be joyful, and keep your 

faith and your creed. Do the little things that you have seen me do and heard about. I will walk the path that our 

fathers have trod before us.' 'Do the little things' ('Gwnewch y pethau bychain') is today a very well-known 

phrase in Welsh, and has proved an inspiration to many. On a Tuesday, the first of March, in the year 589, the 

monastery is said to have been 'filled with angels as Christ received his soul'.  
Dewi's body was buried in the grounds of his own monastery, where the Cathedral of St. David now stands. 

After his death, his influence spread far and wide - first through Britain, along what was left of the Roman roads, 

and by sea to Cornwall and Brittany.  
 

St David's Day, as celebrated today, dates back to 1120, when Dewi was canonized by Pope Callistus the 

Second, and March 1st was included in the Church calendar. After Dewi's canonization, many pilgrimages were 

made to St. David's, and it was reported that two pilgrimages there equaled one to Rome, and three pilgrimages 

one to Jerusalem. March 1st was celebrated until the Reformation as a holy day. Many churches are dedicated to 

Dewi, and some to his mother Non.  
 

Remember the words of Saint David, ―to do the little things.‖  Saint David of Wales, pray for us.
